In MS Word use View – Zoom – 200% (or more) to see the detail.

Note that fills can be solid or translucent. These samples illustrate, among other things:

· Hatches using two line styles and colours over a third colour as a background.

· Randomly spaced dots and symbols.

· User defined symbols used as fills, both clipped to the boundary and spilling out.

· Embankment boundaries, fuzzy boundaries and invisible boundaries.
Not all printers and monitors support the full range of Windows graphic commands. We suggest that you try this page out on your printer so that you can see how the various fill styles appear on your equipment using different print quality settings and papers.
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
